Saint Lucia has received a Project Preparation Advance from the International Development Association (World Bank) toward the cost of the Disaster Vulnerability Reduction Project, and intends to apply part of the proceeds to hire a Project Engineer for the Ministry of Infrastructure, Port Services and Transport.

A Consultant will be selected in accordance with the procedures for Selection of Individual Consultants method set out in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits and Grants by World Bank Borrowers (2011).    The attention of interested Consultants is drawn to paragraph 1.9 of the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits & Grants by World Bank Borrowers (2011) (“Consultant Guidelines”), setting forth the World Bank’s policy on conflict of interest.  
SERVICES REQUIRED
Objectives of the Assignment

The objective of this consultancy is to provide the necessary technical assistance required to support the staff of the MIPST in the coordination and effective implementation of the proposed works under the Prevention and Adaptation Investments Component of the Project.
SPECIFIC DUTIES AND OUTPUTS

The following are some of general responsibilities to be undertaken.

(a) Assist with the Management and  selection and engagement of technical assistance consultants and supervising these consultancies;

(b) Assist the Civil Works Co-ordinator in pre-qualifying contractors, administering the tender/negotiation process, preparation of tender evaluation reports and negotiation of contract for award.

(c) Monitor the  engineering consultancy and construction contracts;

(d) Review of Valuations submitted by the engineering consultant 
(e) Liaise with the Project Co-ordinating Unit (PCU) of the Ministry of Finance  on  technical and administrative aspects of the Projects;

(f) Assist the PC with the preparation and submission to the PCU andthe World Bank a Project Completion Reports, within three months after practical completion of the respective project sub-components. 
(g) Review and provide Technical Assessment of the Engineering designs. 

(h) Review Monthly Reports prepared by the Engineering Consultants(s).

(i) Monitor and Update project baseline programme and project procurement plan.

(j) Supervise the engineering consultant and be responsible for ensuring scheduled delivery and compliance of the consultants.
Through this consultancy, it is expected that the following would be achieved.  Therefore, the services of the Consultant will be evaluated on the following:

· Efficiency in submission of reports

· Bidding documents prepared free of errors

· Confidentiality in dealing / maintaining contractual matters

· Effective oral and written communication

· Tasks are completed with the agreed timeframe

· A high level of accuracy in preparation of documents

· The ability to meet deadlines

· The duration of works within the agreed time frame without variations

It is expected that works and services would be completed within time, cost and scope as a result of this consultancy.

DURATION

The assignment is on a full time basis and is expected to start on October 15, 2014.  It is a long term assignment, renewable each year by mutual consent and is subject to an annual performance review with an intermediate performance evaluation after the first six months of services rendered. 
QUALIFICATIONS
1. Bachelor’s Degree in Civil Engineering with at least eight 8 years’ professional experience as a Civil Engineer
2. Candidate must have at least 5 years in engineering construction and supervision of works.

3. Functionally computer literate, possessing operational skills in word-processing and spreadsheet application including software programs such as Word, Excel, Powerpoint, Microsoft Project. 

4. Procurement knowledge and previous experience with donor funded projects would be an asset.

To ensure impartiality, the Project Engineer (including her/his home office, if any) must not in any way be affiliated with business entities that are currently providing or are seeking to provide goods or services to the project.

Interested eligible candidates must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services and are invited to submit their CV (Curriculum Vitae), including employment records, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills, previous remunerations, etc.
