Qualification Requirements and Evaluation/Performance Criteria

Bachelor’s Degree in Civil Engineering with at least five-eight (5-8) years professional experience as a Civil Engineer or equivalent with strong procurement knowledge and experience.
Procurement Training from recognized institutions (ILO, WBI, CDB or other institutions providing harmonized procurement training)

Functionally computer literate, possessing operational skills in word-processing and spreadsheet application including software programs such as Word, Excel, PowerPoint, Microsoft Project. 

Previous experience gained under a World Bank funded Projects will be an asset.

Candidate must possess a background in engineering construction and supervision of works.

General Responsibilities and Duties

The Civil Engineer will be required to provide supervisory engineering services for all aspects of the project components relating to civil works and procurement services for all project activities. This will require coordination of the various implementation activities with the different ministries, other agencies and consultants.
